I  was  recen t l y  asked  i f  I  wou l d  a t t end  t he Chaddesden  
Nei ghbou rhood Fo rum  to  answ er  ques t i ons  about  t he ,  “School 
Parking for St Albans”.  Local residents have written and spoken to the council 
regarding  t he  da i l y  p rob l em,  espec i a l l y  a t  home  t ime .   
One  l oca l  res ident  wro te  t o  the  counc i l  sayi ng,  “We really do need 
action now as its not a nice or safe place to live.  It would take very little ef-
fort or cost to deal with this, however I suspect a ction from the school and 
parents over parking is another matter altogether. ”  
The issue over school parking is an increasing problem, especially with the re-
moval of the school bus service, and is common to nearly all schools, especially 
in a city. That is not to say nothing can be done!  
I  wou l d  l i ke  t o  ask  f or  you r  suppo r t  i n  reduc i ng the  t ra f f i c  
around  ou r  schoo l ,  and  so reduce t he  poss i b i l i t y  o f  a  se r i ous  
acc i den t .

I am sorry to say that we have only had a total of 13 places requested for the 
school bus. This would work out at a cost of approximately £10 per school day. 
We have therefore, tried to find an alternative provider and the use of a mini bus 
instead, unfortunately, the cost is still around £10 per school day. At the present 
moment we have no option other than to say that there will be no school bus run-
ning after the holiday. I will, however, carry on seeking a possible solution to this 
situation during the holiday. If I do find something that is economically viable to 
run  I will contact the families of the 13 children directly.

Requests for transport now need to apply using the new application forms. The 
new form covers request for farepaying transport as well as free transport.
