P.E.  

This term we are very lucky as we will be working with Matt 

from Derbyshire Cricket Club on Wednesday 

mornings.

Maths- In our maths lessons we will be 

focusing on fractions, decimals and 

percentages, and also division. (These are 

areas that our class feel we need extra work) 

Literacy- This term our units of work include: 

Traditional Stories, Myths and Legends. 

Instructions and The Power of imagery in 

Poetry. All of this work will be linked to our 

topic work. 
Design Technology- Mrs Beckwith will be 

working with our class in D&T. These lessons 

will co-inside with our topic learning.  

 

Music- We will be continuing with 

our brass instruments.

Homework will continue as of last term, Learning Logs will be handed out on a Wednesday and will 

be due back on Monday.
